Message from the President

Dear Fellow Members,

Because of the numerous e-mails concerning the
resealing of the Great Hall parking lot and the
Monarch parking lot, | thought it best to give you the
details direct.

Earlier this summer we were presented with bids that
RHPOA had solicited from various contractors for
minor repair and resealing of the two parking lots.
Tony Harris and | discussed the issue and we were
both of the opinion that the lot was not in serious

need of repair. Thus Tony responded to Dina Brown
that we were not interested in participating in this
project. Several more e-mails were exchanged on the
subject and each time we declined.

This was not an arbitrary decision. | managed
commercial construction for a major retail chain in
my business life and have reviewed acres of parking
lot. 1 would never have recommended that one of our
stores spend the money to resurface with the same
conditions as presented at the Monarch.

On December 12, 2009 | met with Dina Brown and
Bob Fitzpatrick representing RHPOA at their request.
With me was our General Manager, Tony Harris.
They again presented the resealing proposal and on
behalf of the Corporation, | declined to participate.
They then indicated that RHPOA would likely take
other action against the Monarch; i.e., not allow our
organization to use facilities such as the Great Hall,
charge us for the calendar insert in the Happenings,
etc.

| spent the evening of the 12" considering what was
the best course of action for the benefit of our
membership. On the morning of the 13", I contacted
Bob Fitzpatrick and said that | had reconsidered and
that the Monarch would participate in the project,
spending approximately $3,600. | still do not believe

Let one of our committee members know if
you have had experience with or know personally of
a club management company we should consider as
we go through our process. Your knowledge could be
the key to our future. Please help us make an
informed decision.
