At the May 28 Board of Directors Meeting, 

Tony Harris reported that the greens on the 

course are beginning transition to Bermuda from 

the winter rye. The transition is an annual 

occurrence and causes the green surface to 

appear off color or brown in some areas as the 

winter rye dies out and the Bermuda starts to 

grow. Looking closely at those spots you will 

notice Bermuda is present and continues to 

grow. Mowing heights and practices have been 

changed to lessen the stress during this 

transition.  

 

The white marks that appear on some greens 

give direction to the staff to not mow in those 

areas until they recover. Fertilization with a 

pound of nitrogen every week has begun and 

will continue until transition is complete. The 

staff is doing everything possible to speed 

successful transition to Bermuda and thank the 

Membership for their understanding of this 

annual process.
