A LETTER FROM THE PRESIDENT

Dear Fellow Members

For those of you who were unable to attend the
Information Meeting on April 2, | thought |
would give you a snapshot of what | feel are the
most important issues facing our corporation at
this time.

Operationally, the year to date through February
is slightly behind budget. Although the
economy remains soft, the weather in January
and February actually played a more significant
part in putting us behind plan. BCG has done a
very good job managing expenses in view of
soft revenues and this year we are only behind
our net income target by $13K YTD. The
March statement has now been published and
was a much improved. We end March only
$1,500 behind plan. As we move into our
slower months we will continue to monitor
revenue and expenses and make adjustments as
necessary. As an example, beginning in May we
will not be open for dinner on Fridays. We
expect to reopen beginning in September.

The most pressing item for our corporation
remains our long term debt. We have had very
fruitful conversations with Sun Trust, who hold
our primary mortgage. We are confident that we
will be able to refinance our remaining balance
with them without issue. The junior mortgage
held by Pringle Homebuilding Group is in
negotiation, without much movement to report.

We have formalized our negotiating position and
are dealing through our attorney exclusively.

| am told this will be a “slow dance” as we move
toward our balloon date in October, but that time
is on our side. | will update the membership as

soon as we have something significant to report.

In the short term we will continue our efforts to
attract outside play and new members. We have
done a spectacular job in controlling expenses
the last several years. We must focus on
growing top line revenues moving forward. We
will continue to do our best to provide an
appropriate balance between providing value to
our members and being attractive to outside

play.

As always, | remain available to anyone who
would like to discuss any issue that has impact
on our Club.

From the Board of Directors

The Board of Directors, in recognition of
requests from Equity Members, has approved a
one time, limited time offer to current Active
Equity Members who wish to convert their
membership to a Seasonal Equity Membership.
Application and payment of a conversion fee of
$2,500 are required.

Seasonal Equity Membership — General
Description

Full playing status for the period November 1 —
April 30

Payment of full Equity monthly dues

Out of Season period May 1 — October 31
Payment of maintenance fee in place of dues
$100/month

Full annual Crown & Shield Minimums apply -
Single $300, Family $600

Play during out of season period by paying
green fees

Season Equity Members may convert to full
Equity status at any time by giving notice you
are returning to full Equity status and paying
Equity dues each month of the year, may not
revert to Seasonal after conversion to full
Equity.

Under our by-laws Seasonal Equity
Memberships are restricted to a total of 10% of
total Equity Membership. Should applications
for new Seasonal Equity Memberships be
received during the conversion period they will
be accepted and reduce the number available for
conversion by current Active Equity Members.

Beginning immediately, Active Equity
Memberships may apply to convert to a
Seasonal Equity Membership. Application and
check for the conversion fee are to be turned in
only at the pro shop. Deadline for application is
5 p.m., May 31, 2010. If more applications are
received than Seasonal Equity Memberships

available, a lottery will determine the
applications to be converted.

If Seasonal Equity Memberships remain
available after the May 31 deadline, they will be
offered to Resigned Equity Members on a first-
come, first-served basis. Notice of this offer will
be sent to each Resigned Equity Membership.
The requirement to pay six months back dues for
reinstatement of Resigned Equity Members is
being waved for this one time, limited time
offer. Application and payment of the $2,500
Conversion Fee are required. Deadline for the
offer to Resigned Equity Memberships will be
given in that notice.

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FROM YOUR HANDICAP COMMITTEE

Away and Internet Scores from Summer Play

As you know, some courses in other areas can
play much harder than the slope and rating of
those courses would indicate, particularly
compared to The Monarch.

Consequently, the handicaps of some of our
members who play at other courses during the
summer months can increase by three or more
strokes. In a situation such as that, USGA
policy states that “If a player's handicap index
increases by 3.0 or more strokes due to the
posting of numerous away or internet scores,
and subsequent scores at the player's club clearly
indicates that the increased handicap index is too
high, the Handicap Committee must adjust the
player's handicap index downward.”

It is possible that the reevaluation of our course
slope and rating by the Florida State Golf
Association could help with this situation, but
such a re-rating would not necessarily prevent an
increase caused by the posting of numerous
away or internet scores.



In order to be fair to all club members, this fall
the Handicap Committee plans to check all
handicap indexes of those players who have
posted five or more away or internet scores. In
those situations where a handicap has increased
by three or more strokes since the last date on
which the player posted a score for a round
played at the Monarch, we will talk with the
player to determine if there are circumstances
that explain the higher handicap. If not, the
player’s handicap index will need to be modified
until ten recordable rounds are played here at the
Monarch.

Some of our members solve this problem by
carrying two separate handicap indexes — one for
the course here at the Monarch, and a second
index for the course they play most of the time
while away for the summer. The FSGA (Florida
Golf Association) has stated that “. . . having
one GHIN number for multiple clubs is the best
solution.” However, it has also stated that “If a
player carries two GHIN accounts and wants to
play in a tournament, for example, the lower
index must always be used in accordance with
the USGA Handicap system manual.”

Your Handicap Committee is not in a position to
endorse the practice of maintaining two separate
handicaps; however, we do feel that it is our
responsibility to share this information with our
members.

If you have any questions, comments or
concerns about these or any other handicap
issues, please let me know.
